Teacher Tips:

e Useone 8 3 x 11" sheet of colorful paper.

e Make an envelope fold by first folding a ‘taco’ and cutting off the excess.

e Open the folded taco and refold the opposite side o make an "x" fold.

e Open the taco and refold each corner to the middle to create a smaller square “envelope”.

o Glue the "George Washington" square inside the “envelope”.

e Glue the four "Father of Our Country” triangles on top of each envelope triangle.

o Glue the fact triangles about George Washington underneath each triangle.

e OR, teachers may choose to not use the pre-printed triangles and have students write the facts and
triangle words.
