Determinations‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌made‌ ‌by‌ ‌region‌ ‌about‌ ‌opening‌ ‌and‌ ‌closing‌ ‌schools‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌ ‌COVID-19‌ ‌pandemic‌‌ 
continues.‌ ‌If‌ ‌a‌ ‌region‌ ‌is‌ ‌in‌ ‌Phase‌ ‌4‌ ‌and‌ ‌has‌ ‌a‌ ‌daily‌ ‌infection‌ ‌rate‌ ‌of‌ ‌5%‌ ‌or‌ ‌lower‌ ‌over‌ ‌a‌ ‌14-day‌ ‌average,‌‌ 
schools‌ ‌in‌ ‌that‌ ‌region‌ ‌could‌ ‌hold‌ ‌in-person‌ ‌instruction.‌ ‌If‌ ‌daily‌ ‌infection‌ ‌rates‌ ‌exceed‌ ‌9%‌ ‌over‌ ‌a‌‌

The‌ ‌district‌ ‌will‌ ‌emphasize‌ ‌healthy‌ ‌hygiene‌ ‌practices‌ ‌for‌ ‌students‌ ‌and‌ ‌staff‌ ‌by‌ ‌providing‌ ‌initial‌ ‌and‌‌ 
refresher‌ ‌education‌ ‌in‌ ‌hand‌ ‌and‌ ‌respiratory‌ ‌hygiene,‌ ‌along‌ ‌with‌ ‌providing‌ ‌adequate‌ ‌supplies‌ ‌and‌ ‌time‌‌ 
for‌ ‌frequent‌ ‌hand‌ ‌hygiene.‌ ‌Signs‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌posted‌ ‌throughout‌ ‌the‌ ‌school‌ ‌(e.g.,‌ ‌entrances,‌ ‌restrooms,‌‌ 
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cafeteria,‌ ‌classrooms,‌ ‌administrative‌ ‌offices,‌ ‌auditorium,‌ ‌custodial‌ ‌staff‌ ‌areas),‌ ‌and‌ ‌regular‌ ‌messaging‌‌

Respiratory‌ ‌Hygiene‌ ‌ 
The‌ ‌COVID-19‌ ‌virus‌ ‌spreads‌ ‌from‌ ‌person‌ ‌to‌ ‌person‌ ‌in‌ ‌droplets‌ ‌produced‌ ‌by‌ ‌coughs‌ ‌and‌ ‌sneezes.‌‌ 
Therefore,‌ ‌the‌ ‌district‌ ‌will‌ ‌emphasize‌ ‌the‌ ‌importance‌ ‌of‌ ‌respiratory‌ ‌hygiene.‌‌ ‌  

Students‌ ‌and‌ ‌staff‌ ‌must‌ ‌carry‌ ‌out‌ ‌the‌ ‌following‌ ‌respiratory‌ ‌hygiene‌ ‌practices:‌ ‌ 

1) Masks‌ ‌should‌ ‌remain‌ ‌on‌ ‌to‌ ‌contain‌ ‌respiratory‌ ‌secretions.‌ ‌If‌ ‌not‌ ‌already‌ ‌covered‌ ‌by‌ ‌a‌‌
