They will determine the central ideas of these materials, i.e.,
maps, charts, photographs, artifacts, text, etc. and make well-supported claims about what they have learned, using
specific evidence to support their analyses. Students will also be engaged in inquiry-based learning experiences related to
the areas of study throughout the year. Development of content-writing skills will, of course, be paramount to the work
we are doing throughout the year.
