Code of Conduct and Dress Code for St. Ignatius CYO Dances

We want all students to have good, safe fun! Please read the following and sign if you would like your child to
participate.

- NO BACKPACKS or other bags are allowed. They will be confiscated and need to pick up by a parent.

- Cell phones are only permitted at the registration area and are to be used only in an emergency. There are
NO warnings.

- You have to be a CYO 6™, 7, or 8t grade student from St. Ignatius or invited Berks Catholic feeder
school.
