
Instructions for High School Seniors Applying for 
Westbrook LOCAL Scholarships


Introduction
The Local Scholarship Booklet offers scholarships for Westbrook High School seniors who are graduating and intend to pursue higher education.  Three scholarships offered in this book are also available to Westbrook residents who attend local, private schools:  
· Mark B. Holbrook Scholarship
· The Westbrook Chemical Engine
· Gloria Palermo Scholarship.

Local Eligibility Guidelines 
In addition to the unique eligibility guidelines and selection criteria dictated by each scholarship, the following requirements must be met in order to be eligible for the Westbrook Local Scholarships.
· Applicant must demonstrate good moral and ethical character and must exhibit qualities of a good citizen.
· Must have shown satisfactory academic performance and be in good academic standing.
· Must intend to pursue their education at an accredited school of higher education:  a four year college, junior college, two-year college, business school, technical college or vocational school, etc.,
· Financial consideration may or may not be the deciding factor or a consideration.  

Local Scholarship Application Instructions
· Complete the Local Scholarship Application EXCEPT for the second line "Name of Scholarship".
· Copy completed application.
· Fill in the "Name of Scholarship" on each copy.
· Attach Resume (Use template provided for resume or attach your own version).
· Essay - 200-300 word essay describing the candidate's interests, ambitions, concerns and/or specific plans for the future.  Read the essay requirements for each scholarship as many scholarships require a different or more detailed essay than described here.  If a scholarship has a different essay topic, there is no need to also include this essay.  Your name should appear only on the back of the essay.
· Attach Letter(s) of Recommendation only if requested.
· The Guidance Department will attach your transcript when you submit your completed application with attachments.

Deadline
The completed scholarship application and its necessary attachments must be submitted to the WHS Guidance Department on or before April 17, 2024, at 2PM

Notification
Scholarships will be awarded and/or announced at WHS Senior Awards Night.  Some scholarship awards will be mailed to recipients at the completion of the first semester of higher education once an official transcript confirms the recipient’s GPA.  It is the responsibility of the recipient to forward first semester grades to the scholarship committee.  

Requirements to Maintain Scholarships 
Scholarships recipients must maintain enrollment as a full-time student at post high school institution.
Scholarship recipients must maintain a passing or greater GPA as decided by the individual committees.
Some scholarship awards will be made at the completion of the first semester once an official transcript confirms the recipient’s GPA.  It is the responsibility of the recipient to forward first semester grades to the scholarship committee.
