e allow students to develop relationships with industry and community professionals;

e are monitored and evaluated by workplace supervisors, classroom instructors, or Career/College Readiness Coordinator; and,

e offer training for mentors on providing students with industry-specific supports; general career and education guidance; personal and
professional growth; and, a caring, emotional adult connection.
