As a potential elected member for next year’s SGA, you will be required to donate many hours before, during and after school towards your position. Also, be aware that as a member of the Student Government Association, you will be expected to be an example of integrity to your peers.
	Attached is the SGA application that you will need to complete and hand in by May 29th, 2019. Teacher Recommendations can be turned in-person and/ or electronically by the teacher via email to dsaint-germain@wingsnation.org or mshousen@wingsnation.org.  When we have received all of the required paperwork, you will be informed whether or not if you have successfully moved onto the next stage of the application, which will be an in-person interview. 
Before you begin the application process, please check the following policies to see if you are eligible to run in the election. 
1. During the 2019-20 school year, you must be a student currently enrolled full time at WAHS. 
2. Must be available to attend ALL assigned activities. You MUST be here when we need you!
3. Adhere to all WAHS policies*.
4. Receive positive teacher recommendations. 

Failure to comply with these policies may lead to dismissal from Student Government elections (*Students who have been suspended or had school disciplinary action taken against them must meet with advisor, director of student services, and an administrator to determine eligibility).
	Again, thanks for your interest and we hope you will seriously consider running for an office.

Election Results

Before students can run in the actual election, they must submit the following: The winner of the final election will be decided by the student and faculty vote. The eligibility of candidates will be based upon the following: 

1. Complete and neat election application packet
2. Teacher Recommendations

Once the above have been submitted and approved, applicants must establish themselves as worthy candidate by promoting their policies and candidacy to the students, faculty, and administration here at WAHS  leading up to election week.  The amount of effort you put forth in your campaign during leading up to election week will directly impact the student body and staff vote; this will be the final factor in deciding the winners of the elections.

DESCRIPTION OF EACH STUDENT GOVERNMENT ASSOCATION ELECTED OFFICE POSITION

	Student Government Association (SGA) consists of 5-elected officer positions- student body president, vice president, secretary, treasurer, and public relations chair- and 3 class senators per grade.   Below you will find a description with the responsibilities for each position:


Student Body President (seniors only)—
· Preside at all assemblies, meetings of student government, and all student body activities. Be or appoint the official representative of the students of the school in all meetings requiring student participation.
· Have power to call special meetings of the Student Government Association after coordination with the Director of Student Affairs and the Principal.
· Work closely with administration in serving the students.
· May delegate powers to other senior council/student government members.
· Be an example and demonstrate pride in our school.

Vice President—
· Take charge in absence of the president.
· Accept assignments from the president. 
· Serve on special committees when deemed necessary by the president. 
· Directly responsible for all clubs and other student body organizations.
· Conduct student government elections. 
· Serve as the student leader on the WAHS PTA and attend all meetings of the PTA.

Secretary—
· The secretary should be the primary administrator of the Association, keep records of all actions taken by the Association; maintain and promulgate minutes and update the calendar, as well as maintain a record of attendance for all meetings. They shall maintain electronic mailing lists, compile agendas, and distribute and keep a copy of the By-Laws throughout the academic year, and serve as advisor to the President regarding the Association’s communication with media publications. The secretary shall also address all student correspondence. 

Treasurer—
· Supervise all financial affairs of the Student Government Association. 
· Be prepared to coordinate with the school’s accounts clerk to obtain an up-to-date financial summary for the current year. 
· Serve as the chairperson of any committee associated with finances. 
· Assist the sponsor in the collection of monies into the Student Government account.
·  Keep the whole school informed about the activities of the Student Council
·  Help produce the Student Council newsletter (if the school has one)
· Take lots of photographs of Student Council activities to accompany any reports or notices for the board
· Promote good communications between the Student Council and students, teachers, school management and parents.

Public Relations Chair
·  Keep the whole school informed about the activities of the Student Council
·  Help produce the Student Council newsletter (if the school has one)
· Take lots of photographs of Student Council activities to accompany any reports or notices for the board
· [bookmark: _gjdgxs]Promote good communications between the Student Council and students, teachers, school management and parents.
Class Senator (3 per grade)
·  Represent your class in SGA  meetings
· Speak with the members of your class and assess some of the issues and concerns they would like addressed

In addition to your individual responsibilities you will be asked to help plan, set up and organize activities throughout the year. Every member is expected to be responsible enough to realize when help is needed, and that no one is done until everyone is done.

1. As an officer of WAHS you represent all of the WAHS students and faculty. You are a role model, and as such you must support the school, your fellow officers, your advisor and the school administration at all times. This means that you are to treat all of your fellow students and the entire staff with courtesy and respect.
2. All officers will be accountable for the duties of their individual position. Officers will be expected to be in attendance, on-time and fully prepared for each assigned activity and for class. 
3. Officers are expected to wear Business Casual Attire and/ or full uniform on days that are assigned and anytime representing WAHS.
4. Officers are expected to honor the Student Government Honor Code which is: 
As an elected officer, I am entrusted by my peers, administration and faculty to represent and serve the student body of WAHS with dignity. As long as I hold this office, my actions shall be those that reflect the pride, respect and dedication that I feel for my school, my community and for myself. I hereby acknowledge the existence of this Honor Code and will support an environment here at WAHS which values integrity, honesty and ethical conduct. Failure to live by the honor code may result in removal from office.

5. At all times, officers represent the WAHS student body and will act in compliance with all rules, policies, and standards of WAHS and the Dept. of Education Discipline Code. 
6. Officers are expected to attend all summer meetings and events. Lack of participation could result in removal from office. 
7. Officers are required to donate hours before, during, and after-school to the improvement of WAHS. Many hours during the summer will be dedicated to planning activities and preparing posters for the upcoming year. Student Government officers are also expected to support activities at school such as sporting events and productions.
8. While in office, officers charged with a criminal act (including complicity) will be removed from office without option of appeal.
