You will complete argument essays, research papers, and literary analysis assignments. You will have opportunities to show your growth and learning in a variety of ways including, projects, activities and individual and group assignments. Throughout the school year, we will work together to achieve personal and whole group learning goals.

In accordance with NYSED, you will take the English Language Arts Regents Exam this year. Preparation for this exam began in your 9th grade year! We will hone in on reading comprehension, argument writing, and literary analysis during the first two quarters of the year. This will prepare you for the Regents Exam in January. You will have another opportunity to take the exam in June if you wish.
