Pottery Curriculum I,II,III and IV

Pottery is the process and study of creating functional and non-functioning artwork from different types of clay. These are then fired and glazed with different techniques. Pottery is an ancient craft that all cultures have in common. When we study pottery, we are provided with resources that tell us information about ancient and contemporary civilizations. It also gives us an opportunity to develop our own sense of form and function in a creative way. 
We will consider the elements and principles of design as we create utilitarian and decorative pottery using a variety of techniques. 
Pottery I will be introduced to basic techniques and properties of clay, in the greenware, bisque and glazed stages. Pottery II,IIi. And IV will build upon these basic techniques and allow the student to develop their own ideas. Below are the techniques and properties  that will be explained:. 

Use hand -building techniques:
· Pinch
· Coil
· Slab

Create vessels and artwork incorporating:
· Molds
· Casting
· Sculpting
· Wheel Throwing

Incorporate a variety of decorating techniques including:
· Sgraffito
· Stamping
· Stencil
· Underglaze
· Overglaze
· Burnishing
· Wax resist
