| cannot accentuate the importance of this- students MUST pass
the class in order to be credited with a passing grade on the
Regents. This will ensure their journey towards earning a Regents
Diploma.

At this time, school has been up and running since March 18th
on Jupiter. All students are expected to sign in do their classwork.
School, without lunch, runs approximately 6 hours. The
expectation is that your students are working on school work in
one or another for 6 hours EACH DAY. We take for granted face
to face time in a live version of school. | know this adds to the
frustration that schools all around the country are grappling with.

That being said, beginning April 20th, students will have two live
classes per week instead of the discussion board forum, with an
additional office hours to review material or ask questions. We
hope this change will encourage your students to attend the
online classes and become active participants.
