FMHS Framework for Reopening
e Health and Safety is a priority.

o NYCDOHMH, NYSDOH, CDC drive the City approach.

o Mt Sinai SBHC will support FMHS and campus team.

o Multi-pronged approach - screening, hand hygiene, social distancing,
face coverings

e Social- Emotional / Trauma-Informed school redesign is necessary.

o Traumatic stress is caused by events that make it difficult for us to
cope. COVID 19, lack of access to support systems, death / illness,
isolation from school and peers are all triggers of traumatic stress.

e High Quality Instruction is at the core of our work: PBL, Mastery, Advisory,
Collaboration / Community.

Leadership training is key - Every FMHS student is a leader and has the potential to
use their influence at school and in other communities, so it is our responsibility to
promote reflective, responsive leadership, and sustainable leadership strategies.

Health and Safety Protocols

Screening
e Daily pre-screening at home - symptoms (cough, chills, loss of taste, etc.) AND
temperature check.
e Random temperature checks at entry.
Hand Hygiene
e Sanitizing stations at entry, sanitizer access in classrooms, and time for
handwashing during the day.
e Training and instruction.
Social distancing
e During transit, at entry, in hallways, in classroom.
e Limited / no visitor access.
Face covering
e Required for entry and at ALL times in the school building.



Health and Safety Protocols

Health Response
Symptoms at school trigger BRT.
e Isolation, evaluation, outreach
and exclusion.

e Reporting to DOE and Test / Trace.

e Medical clearance.
Report of positive case student/staff.

e Reporting to DOE and Test / Trace.

e Medical clearance.
e Class OR school closing.

Safety Response
General Response protocols in
place.

e Drills adjusted (staggered
evacuations, in-seat lockdown,
training for all cohorts.)

e Physical and immediate safety
priority for real event.
