Student Success Initiative: The Student Success Initiative (SSI) shows performance on STAAR
reading in grades 5 and 8, including performance for students who were not proficient in the past year
and re-tested on the assessments.

Total Students: This is the total number of public school students who were reported in membership
on October 30, 2015, at any grade from early childhood education through grade 12. Membership
differs from enrollment because it does not include students who are served by the district for less than
two hours per day. For example, the count of Total Students excludes students who attend a nonpublic
school but receive some services, such as speech therapy, for less than two hours per day from their
local public school.
