In order to volunteer in classrooms and on field trips, there are a number of documents 

that need to be submitted to the school office. We recommend that you submit all of the 

documents listed below during the summer or first few weeks of school to make 

volunteer scheduling and field trip planning easier. We do require hard copies of all 

documentation. Please bring items to the school office. 

 
Documents Needed to Volunteer in the Classroom or Chaperone on Field Trips: 
 

Department of Justice Live Scan Clearance (only needed once at CMP) 

Current Clear TB test (Good for 4 years)

Documents Needed to Drive on Field Trips: 
 

Current CA Driver’s License 

Department of Justice Live Scan Clearance (only needed once) 

Current Clear TB test (Good for 4 years)

Current Car Registration (needed yearly) 

Current Car Insurance Declaration Page - verifying $100,000/$300,000 coverage 

(needed each time policy is renewed). 

A current certified 10 year H6 DMV report of your driving record (needed yearly)
