Reading:

e Each child will be expected to read for 20-30 minutes each day and fill out a
weekly reading log. You can use a regular sheet of paper to record the title of
the book, the author, and how long the child reads.

e You can use any book including books from Raz-Kids.

In a notebook or on a piece of paper, respond to at least one new reading
response activity from the list below.

Reading Response Choices:

1. What genre is the book? How do you know?

2. Summarize the important ideas from the book.

3. Describe what you are picturing in your mind.

4. What is the author trying to teach you?

5. What did you learn from the characters’ experiences?

6. What do you think will happen next? Why do you think that?

7. How do you think the main character is feeling? Why do you think that? Use
evidence from the text to support your response.

8. Have you experienced something like this? How is it the same or different?
9. How does the author keep you interested as a reader?

10. List 5 facts you learned from a nonfiction book. List 3 opinions you formed about
the topic.

We also encourage you to have your child access Raz-Kids and Dreambox as often
as they can (3-5 fimes a week would be great).




Writing:
Poetry Writing- Learn about and write acrostic and cinquain poems! You

may take a walk or look out your window to use nature as inspiration. You
can write the poems in a notebook or on a piece of paper.

Acrostic Poem Mini Lesson

Acrostic poem- An acrostic poem is a poem that uses the first letter from
each consecutive line of verse to form a word, phrase, or sentence. The
poem does not have to rhyme.

Example:

Wiggly

Outside In the ground
Really slimy

Make a new body

Cinquain poem- A cinquain poem is an unrhymed poem consisting of five
lines arranged in a special way.
Flowers
(noun)
Colorful, Bright
(2 adjectives)
Swaying, growing, blooming
(3 verbs)
Flowers begin to bloom
(4 word phrase)
Rose
(synonym-another word for the topic)
