	Reading:  This month we will inspire readers to think deeply about the characters in their books.  Children will be encouraged to think deeply, as they will infer to develop ideas about character traits, motivations, troubles, and actions.  
	

	3-204: Math: In Module 2, we will be learning about place value and problem solving with units of measure. We will use time measurement to tell and write time. 	3-206: Math: In Unit Go Math Unit 4 this month students will be learning how to multiply with different multiples and using a variety of multiplication strategies. Students will learn how to multiply using the Distributive and Associative Properties of Multiplication as well.

	Writing: Our grade will be writing an informational report that includes a table of contents, facts with definitions and details, and linking words. Students will also include a conclusion statement.
