Before the parade, children will sign up sponsors who promise to give to the March of Dimes money for each lap they complete.  After the parade, the children return to their sponsors, collect the money and bring the money and sponsor sheet to school no later than Friday, November 4, 2016. This is voluntary and no student is excluded from the parade.
We plan to allow our students to march on the sidewalks of Augusta Avenue, while our visiting parents observe from the street. Our local Police Department will support us by closing off the street to through traffic, as well as helping us with any other safety concerns.
